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RITUAL ORIGINS OF ARCHITECTURE

Historians, anthropologists, architecture theorists research the rites of con-
struction, the rituals of the city's foundation to find the origins of architecture. They
believe that the base of the architectural form is a certain order of execution of
the ritual, which is carried out in the acts of construction and the processes of ex-
ploitation of the created space. The ritual function of architecture is to identify the
place in space, to reconcile the inner and outer, the union of space, divided into
own and alien. So architecture isnt represent the preceding ritual, but also it is
a living and volatile action: architecture has agency and autonomy. Architecture
belongs to the world in which it can act and at the same time be subject to its influ-
ence. This understanding of the ritual nature of architecture is articulated in this
category of architecture as performativity.
